STRIKE AID 

The  StrikeAid  Tenpin Bowling Tournament 2010 is in aid of three Charities;
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And will take place Saturday 5th June and Sunday 6th June 2010 at AMF Hull,Oslo Road,Hull.

The entry in to this Tournament is  open to all  , regardless of age or ability, however for the purpose of fair play, participants’ scores will be entered into an appropriate division governed by age and ability. The minimum entry fee  for this event is of £28 , the first £6 of each  entry fee is to cover the subsidised lane hire at AMF Hull and event printing expenses, the remaining fee will be donated in full to the Charities, and shall be divided between them equally.

Each participant will receive 1 entry in to the tournament in exchange for each £28 raised in donations. Each entry will allow the participant to bowl in one squad, each squad entry will bowl 3 games over one pair of lanes, times and dates of the squads are shown below. Lane dressing will take place between each squad. All participants will be allocated a squad in agreement with the Tournament Organisers Meg Ininns and Katie Jowsey, on payment of full entry fee. Lanes will be allocated at the time of the event. All payments must be received by Wednesday 26th May 2010, (cheques should be made payable to M.A.Ininns), any additional entries after this date will be subject to availability at the discretion of the Tournament organisers and Tournament Manager.

Prizes will be awarded to top 3 positions in each division of the tournament within 14 days. The positions will be in order of the highest accumulated total pin fall over the 3 games in 1 squad. With exception of the Sports Division where total pinfall over the 3 games will be added to the handicap as described in the additional ‘Information for Sports Division Bowlers’. The Tournament manager is June Simmons, who reserves the right to reject entry and to decide upon any point not covered in these rules. The Tournament Managers decision is final, for current BTBA members only,this is subject to an appeal to the BTBA. Protests must be lodged with the Tournament Manager within 30 minutes of any infarction occurring and confirmed in writing within 60 minutes of the end of the game in question. All participants must wear clothing acceptable for public appearances which does not cause offence. 

All participants are asked to register at the Tournament registration desk 30 minutes before squad time.
Additional information for Sports Division bowlers:

All participants in the Sports divisions should be aware that this is a handicap division, under morel sanction of the BTBA, therefore  the general playing and tournament rules of BTBA shall govern this event together with the following rules.

Averages- Participants must declare their current highest league average, over 21 games or more at time of entry, or composite tournament average of 12 games or more, which ever is the highest. It is the participant’s responsibility to submit a valid league standing sheet where possible, confirming their current average. Where the Tournament Manager is unable to verify a participants average, the participants’ score will be entered on 220 scratch. Handicaps will be based on  80%   of the difference between the entering average and 220 scratch. Participants  in this division are required to supply an up to date average list at registration prior to bowling in the Tournament.
